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Highlights of the Large Yacht WG2 meeting – Windows and Portlights
1.  This is the inaugural meeting of Work Group 2.  Delegates were from US, Belgium, UK, Germany, Italy, Cayman Islands and SYBass.  WG2 is Security and Safety, and has two draft standards for windows and portlights, (1) Security Requirements and (2) Strength and Watertightness.
2.   N003 – Windows and Portlights, Strength and Watertightness requirements
· The WG discussed whether it should separate the standard into parts and decided to use the existing working draft as a basis and then separate out each section and topic into a stand-alone standard part.  Proposed parts are (1) design criteria, (2) materials and testing, (3) quality assurance, (4) underwater windows and windows in the hull, (5) sliding doors and windows, (6) inspection of windows after the window is in service, (7) frames and mullions (8) installations, (9) markings.  The new proposed standard will have 9 parts.
· Each part was assigned to a small team responsible to develop the draft standard.  Each team will be responsible to develop a paper or standard of their assigned part.  The teams are to have their working drafts by the February meeting. 
3.  N008 – Windows and Portlights, Security requirements
· Project manager designated from Italy.
· This standard will be issued as a working draft and send out for comments. 
4. The next meeting of the N003 teams will be in Hamburg on February 6-8, 2008.
